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	This study was planned to investigate :

1-The occurrance of dermatophytic fungi T.verrucosum and T.mentagrophytes

 and other associated fungi  in sheep and cattle .
2- The other aspect include, the study of the effect of the gel and the yellow sap ( the exudates) of  Aloe vera in vitro and in vivo in experimental animals ( rabbits) .

          Fifty samples from hair and skin of infected sheep and 30 scraping  samples from infected skin of cattle were collected and examined .the results showed the prevalence of  T.verrucosum in sheep 11.7% and 6.7% in cattle , whereas the T.mentagrophytes appeared  6.7%  in cattle .the other related fungi isolated were Candida  albicans 6.7% in sheep which cause skin infection in human and animals . Aspergillus niger 16.7% , A . flavus 13.3% , A . fumigatus 11.7% and  A . terreus 10% in sheep , and A .niger 26.6% , A . flavus 16.7% and A . fumigatus 10% in cattle . while the Penicillium  and Alternaria spp  appeared at 8.3% for each  in sheep , in cattle the  Penicillium 10 % and the Alternaria spp 13.3% .  
           The results of our experiment concerning the effect of  the gel of  Aloe vera at different concentrations ( 20, 30, 40, 50, 75, 85 %) in vitro showed inhibition in the growth of  T.verrucosum which reached to complete growth inhibition 100% at the concentration 85% , In vivo , the use of different concentration of gel (viscus solution) for the treatment of skin infections in rabbits with T.verrucosum , showed that the gel at 75% gave restoration after 16 days of treatment , which was confirmed by the disappearance of scales , reddness and the growth of hair in the treated areas compared with control area as well as result the infected area treated with vehicle only . 

          The use of the yellow sap ( the exudates) of  Aloe vera at different concentrations ( 5, 10 , 15 , 20 % ) in vitro showed inhibition in the growth of T.verrucosum ,  a  complete inhibition in growth was reported at a concentration of 20% of  yellow sap  . In vivo , the use of yellow sap of  Aloe vera at 20%  as ointment gave complete restoration of infected areas after 17 days of treatment , which confirmed by the disappearance of scales , reddness as well as growth of the hair in the treated areas compared with control areas ,  and the infected areas treated with vehicle only  . 
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
