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	This study was conducted to comparison the effect of organic acids (formic and propionic) in single and synergistic form on broiler performance by adding them to diet for 6 weeks.Three hundred day –old Arbor Acres chicks were divided randomly into 5 equal groups,each group was divided into two replicate.The 5 groups were as follows :
Treatment 0 : Basal diet (control)

Treatment 1 : Basal diet + 0.1% formic acid.

Treatment 2 : Basal diet + 0.2% propionic acid.

Treatment 3 : Basal diet + 0.3% mixture of formic and propionic acids.

Treatment 4 : Basal diet + 0.3% Biotronic acid.
The results showed

1- Adding of organic acids in single and synergistic form lead to improve the performance of the broiler chiks compare with control group

2- The single effect of formic and propionic acids wasn’t different when they adding in synergistic form.

3- Adding of formic acid lead to decrease the pH of duodenum and jejunum and caci(4,5.03,6.43)respectively ,compare with control group(4.36,5.2,6.56), while the propionic acid lead to decrease the pH of duodenum only (4.13). and the adding of mixture (T3) and Biotronic (T4) lead to decrease thepH of duodenum and jejunum , where (T3) reported 4.16 and 5.10 while (T4) 4.10 and 5.13 .

4- The best effect to decrease the colonies of total count and Coliform bacteria, and increasing  Lactobacilli was to added the formic acid. 
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
